(DT.21.05.2021), A CYCLONIC CIRCULATION LIES OVER SOUTHEAST AND
ADJOINING CENTRAL BAY OF BENGAL BETWEEN 3.1 KM & 5.8 KM ABOVE MEAN
SEA LEVEL(.) UNDER ITS INFLUENCE, A LOW PRESSURE AREA IS VERY LIKELY TO
FORM OVER EASTCENTRAL BAY OF BENGAL AND ADJOINING NORTH ANDAMAN
SEA ON 22ND MAY 2021. IT IS VERY LIKELY TO MOVE NORTHWESTWARDS AND
INTENSIFY INTO A CYCLONIC STORM BY 24TH MAY. IT WOULD CONTINUE TO
MOVE NORTHWESTWARDS, INTENSIFY FURTHER AND REACH NORTH BAY OF
