CONCENTRATE INTO A DEPRESSION OVER EASTCENTRAL BAY OF BENGAL BY

TOMORROW, THE 23RD MAY MORNING(.) IT IS VERY LIKELY MOVE NORTH-

NORTHWESTWARDS, INTENSIFY INTO A CYCLONIC STORM BY 24TH MAY AND

FURTHER INTO A VERY SEVERE CYCLONIC STORM DURING THE SUBSEQUENT 24

HOURS(.) IT WOULD CONTINUE TO MOVE NORTH-NORTHWESTWARDS, INTENSIFY

FURTHER AND REACH NORTH BAY OF BENGAL NEAR WEST BENGAL AND ADJOINING

NORTH ODTSHA & BANGLADESH COASTS AROUND 26TH MAY MORNING(.)
